Homework Assignment #7 (20 points) 
Reading the weekly PowerPoint slides is required.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Create a php program for your site feedback form.  When the php page is loaded, please display a link for me to view the feedback entries.  You should just use a text file for storing the site feedback entries in between requests. Note:  your php file also needs to validate all the form data and make sure all the fields are not empty. 
Note: you need to pay attention to the names you use for the elements in your site feedback form.  (7 points). 
Tip: Your free web space at 000webhosting supports php  In your ftp software such as ftp surfer or fileZilla, you can change the file permission. For example, you can create a text file named comment.txt using your notepad, save it and then upload this text file to your web space using the ftp tool.  In the ftp tool, you can select the comment.txt file name in your web space and then click the right button of your mouse to choose the option 'change permissions'. Then you can add ‘write’ permission. 
2. Create a sample order form web page named order.html (6 points):

Next, you will write a php program to process this form. When a user clicks the Submit button, this php program will be called to calculate the total. 
Your php program must be able to process the values and provide an invoice page in HTML as output. Note that you will have to modify the form action to point to the PHP program you create. The invoice output must contain the following:
· Each line of input showing the name of the item requested, the price of the item, quantity, and total for that item (price * quantity). 
· Subtotal of all the items. 
· Grand total of subtotal + sales tax. ( T = subT + (0.01 * salesTaxRate * subT) ) 
To simplify the programming part, we will assume that the user will enter numerical values for all the input fields on the form.  Thus, you only need to focus on the invoice output part in your php programming. 

3. Hands-on exercise:  Create an audio podcast describing one of your favorite tools/technologies for collaboration or social business (5 points)

The Web 2.0 lecture discusses a number of tools and technologies for collaboration and social communication. Please pick one of the tools and technologies you like and create an audio podcast to introduce your selected tool or technology to other students in this class. You are welcome to select social media tools such as Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, and Instagram too.  In your presentation, you can tell us why you like this tool/technology, its features, benefits and your personal experience with this tool/technology. 

Podcasting is popular among businesses.  Follow the podcasting tutorial at http://pds.hccfl.edu/pds/Manuals/Podcasting.pdf   and create your own podcast for the above task.  You will need to download and install Audacity (a very popular tool for making podcasts) and the plug-in LAME MP3 encoder on your computer. The LAME MP3 Encoder can be found at 
http://lame1.buanzo.com.ar/  if you have trouble exporting your recordings as .mp3 with Audacity.

Save your podcast as an mp3 file. Your podcast should be approximately 3-5 minutes in length (no more than 5 minutes).  Please upload your podcast (an mp3 file) to the discussion board on BB before the due date listed below. In this way, we can listen to everyone’s presentation online and learn about different tools and technologies.

4. Learn about Word Cloud (2 points)
