Liebeck v. McDonald's Restaurants
· The infamous Hot Coffee incident
· She only wanted McDonald’s to pay for her medical bills, and design a better cup
· She was NOT driving
· In fact, her grandson was behind the wheel AND the car was parked while cream and sugar were being added
· [bookmark: _GoBack]True, the car they were in did not have cup holders
· Sure, the temperature was Extremely Hot, but McDonald’s was thinking that you’d enjoy the coffee once you got to work (and the temperature would be “normal hot” by then)
· Therefore, we have the Warning: Hot labels on cups now
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
